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We are pleased to submit our manuscript entitled: “Comparison of high-intensity and low-level laser therapy effect on combined sensory index, sensory conduction velocity and distal motoric latency: a study in moderate carpal tunnel syndrome patients”, for consideration as a original research article. This study is an experimental randomized pre and post-test group study, comparing the effect of HILT (high-intensity laser therapy) and LLLT (low-level laser therapy) on the sensory and motoric electrophysiologic parameters in moderate CTS patients. We found that HILT improved all neurophysiologic parameters and was more effective than LLLT in improving CSI values of moderate CTS patients.
This study was interesting because of the higher energy delivery and deeper penetration of the HILT give a better result in shorter duration for neurophysiologic parameters improvement in moderate CTS Patients than LLLT. This finding can become a consideration for choosing HILT as one of conservative modality treatment for CTS patients.
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
