It sounded 1like
she was insulting Nicole about
her partner, Azan. Since he
was from a different nation by
making references that touched
on religion, given that
Morocco 1s a Muslim country
and have a different bring up
environment than them. As for
Nicole and her family’s
background is Christianity

The manner in which

the information might give the

Representation cannot be split
by knowledge in order to be
absorbed by the emergence and
development of knowledge. It
is a fundamental process that
supports the growth of the
mind, the self, society, and
cultures (Jovchelovitch,
2007) . This

The drawback in this
scenario is that those scenes
may portray white people as
preferring to use the services
of those who explain things to
or speak directly with locals
instead of learning the
local’s language.

staying in Morocco. This case
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may make the audiences think
and give the negative
impression of white travelers
that they do not want to learn
even the basic words of the
local's native language while
they are there. It may make
